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CAMWS TEACHING AWARDS

Kraft Award for Excellence in Secondary School Teaching

Named for CAMWS benefactor Eunice E. Kraft, this award recognizes outstanding
teachers of Latin in public or private schools (middle schools included) within CAMWS
territory. The honoree receives $500, airfare to the Annual Meeting, and two nights'
accommodation at the convention hotel. Nominees will be eligible for consideration for
three consecutive years. The nominee must be a member in good standing of CAMWS.
No previous winner of the Kraft Award is eligible to apply for it a second time.

The nominations and applications are reviewed in the fall. Awards are announced at the
annual CAMWS business meeting.
